Father of one, Mahade-
van Govindan, climbed
Mt Kilimanjaro re-
cently in an effort to

give back to Cheshire
Homes in Bayview.
The 33-year-old for-
mer Montford resident

said he was comfort-
able during the first
four days of the climb,
and although the ter-

rain got increasingly
difficult, he adjusted to
the landscape and en-
joyed it.
Although he is work-
ing and residing in
Qatar with his family
for the past two and a
half years, Govindan
was actively involved
in the Cheshire Homes
with his voluntary
work, however, this
was his first fundrais-
ing initiative for the
home.
Govindan has been ac-
tively involved in
mountaineering due to
his training as an Ad-
vanced Life Support
Paramedic and Rescue
Technician. Speaking
about the gruelling
climb, he said, “My
aim was to create
awareness around the
work that is done at
the Cheshire Home
and I hope that in
doing this, it inspires
residents and they con-
tribute to the home.
Hopefully this will en-
courage our commu-
nity to assist them
directly. I felt that I
needed to contribute
personally to the
home, and decided to
dedicate my climb to
them. However small
or big one’s contribu-

tion is, I urge residents
to get involved. Even
if it’s just to pay them a
visit, see the work that
volunteers do there,
and lend a helping.”
Climbing Mt Kiliman-
jaro was a lifelong
dream for Govindan
and he said he has a
passion for the moun-
tains, nature and camp-
ing. His venture was
self-funded and he has
been instrumental in
navigation and sur-
vival training on the
highest points of Drak-
ensberg and Lesotho
during studies and
climbed Drakensberg
twice to the highest
peaks.
Govindan added that
summiting at night
was the hardest chal-
lenge he had to com-

plete in his life and
after spending 15 min-
utes at the highest
peak, they had to de-
scend to prevent alti-
tude sickness. “Every
sunrise and sunset and
the feeling of euphoria
when we are over the
clouds was exhilarat-
ing,” he added. He has
set his sights on climb-
ing Mt Fuji in Japan
and then Everest Base
Camp.

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A Crossmoor couple burned to death after their
vehicle burst into flames at a parking lot in Park
Rynie Beach, on Saturday morning.
According to family of Aroomugum George
Moodley (68) and Kistamah Baby Moodley (70),
they were on their way to visit relatives in Sezela
when the tragedy occurred.
The couple’s family is now questioning the cir-
cumstances surrounding the sudden and shock-
ing death of their parents.
Speaking to journalists at the family home in

Golden Poppy Crescent, the couple’s daughter,
Cookie Naicker, said her parents were fishing
buddies and never spent a moment apart.
“We cannot come to terms with the circumstances
around the tragedy. My parents were a loving
couple who were always together. We are wait-
ing for the investigation to be finalised so that we
get some closure,” she said.
According to the family, the couple left home at
about 8:20am that fateful morning.
“They loved to be together and probably stopped

to fish before visiting our relatives. When we re-
ceived the call about their death at about
10:30am, we were shocked and didn’t believe
that it was them. We drove to Park Rynie, where
we identified the vehicle and saw their charred
remains,” said the couple’s son-in-law, Logan.
The pensioners were described as kind and loving
people who were always willing to lend a helping
hand.
Their joint funeral was held on Tuesday, August
2, at their home in Crossmoor.  

Mystery surrounds elderly
couple’s death

The family of the
Croftdene mother,
who was killed during
the heavy rains, last
week, believe that her
death could have been
prevented.
Priscilla Pillay, 47, an
employee at Khar-
wastan Pharmacy,
went missing after her
vehicle was pulled
into the raging waters
of an overflowing

Search and Rescue
workers, together
with rescue dogs,
found Pillay’s body
20 hours later, about
300 metres away
from where her vehi-
cle was washed away.

After find-
ing out about that my
mum’s car was pulled

into the raging water
on Silverglen Drive, I
immediately went to
the scene. My friends
and I, together with
residents and members
of the Silverglen CPF,
began searching for
her. There were no
other authorities at the
scene assisting us. We
went to the nearest po-
lice station and asked
for torches to assist us
in the search for my
mum, however, we
were turned down and
not assisted,” said
Duerelle, who had lost
his dad after a short ill-
ness about eight
months ago.

The family further
claimed that there was
no disaster plan put
into place by the rele-
vant authorities to han-
dle an incident of this
nature.  The family,
friends and residents
battled for many hours
in the storm in search
of Pillay and believe
that if search dogs
were sent out earlier,
their beloved mum
would have been
found sooner.
“We knew that there
was little chance of her
being alive, however,
we continued the des-
perate search for her
with no help from au-
thorities. I tied a rope
around me and had
some of my friends
and family anchor it
around them before
jumping into the river
to search for my mum
in the vehicle, which
was badly damaged.
Although we will
never receive justice
for my mum’s death,
we will now fight for

the safety of others.
We call on the rele-
vant departments to
stabilise the roads in
Chatsworth, enforce a
strategic disaster plan,
and clean up the
drainage systems and
shrubbery and trees
around drainage sys-
tems to stop the recur-
rence of blocked
drainage which causes
flooding,” he added.
Pillay’s nephew,
Neville, 43, said an-
other concern which
needs to be ade-
quately addressed is
illegal dumping and
littering, which are
both a major cause for
concern in the
Chatsworth area.
“Clogged drains cause
flooding and over-
flowing water causes
major damage to
properties. When

there is loss of life be-
cause people have not
been responsible
enough, it angers me.
We will not sit back
and watch this happen
to another innocent
person. We, as a com-

munity, have to stop
being apathetic and
start taking responsi-
bility. The relevant au-
thorities also need to
take responsibility and
have volatile areas ex-
amined and repaired or

restructured to ensure
the safety of resi-
dents,” he added. Pil-
lay was laid to rest at
the Mobeni Heights
Crematorium last
Thursday.

August 9 marks National Women’s Day in
South Africa. On this day in 1956, more than
20,000 women marched on the apartheid gov-
ernment’s Union Buildings in Pretoria. The
march was to protest against the pass laws.
Blacks were arrested and imprisoned if they
did not carry a document called a ‘pass’.
Today, we have democracy and freedom of
movement in South Africa, but are women free
from oppression, discrimination and abuse, na-
tionally and internationally?
There are still many oppressive and discrimi-
natory religious, cultural, legal and societal
practices in the world that make women seem
inferior to men. Traditionally girls are taught
to be submissive and hardworking in order to
attract a man as a wife. In some cultures men
marry several women as in polygamy. The
wives then feel obliged to do whatever the
husband’s bidding is. It would be interesting
to observe whether women can practise
polyandry, i.e., one woman having multiple
husbands! In some economically deprived
areas, education is reserved for boys. Girls
grow up to be illiterate women who carry out
menial jobs through lack of education. They
then become financially dependent on their
husbands. In such circumstances they have no
choice but to tolerate abuse by the husband
and his family.
In parts of South Africa today the practice of
‘ukuthwala’ is carried out where a man can
abuse the custom by kidnapping a girl and
keeping her as his wife. The parents of the girl
who are poor are paid to accept the situation.
In some parts of Africa, female genital cutting
by a blade or knife is carried out. This is sup-
posedly done to preserve chastity and purity.
This causes infections and often leads to death.
HIV/Aids is inflicted on young girls through
rape and unprotected sex. Impoverished fe-
males are seduced by money and gifts by so

called ‘blessers’, older men with money who exploit their poverty.
Honour killing is the murder of a woman by her brother, father or male
relative for perceived disgrace such as going out unaccompanied, mar-
rying out of their ethnic background, or even for being raped. This is
practiced by some people in countries such as Pakistan, Egypt and Mo-
rocco. The answer is that even in today’s modern world, many women
are oppressed and discriminated against. To overcome this, education
is important as it can lead to economic independence. There must also
be a conscientisation of males who should realise that women are their
equals and should not be treated as slaves.
With regard to conscientisation, the role players will be parents, teach-
ers, religious leaders, community leaders and politicians. Let us all rally
to the call- ‘you strike a woman, you strike a rock’.
