“Although there are times when we are able
to make ends meet with our tips, there are
many days where we struggle to earn  money,
which impacts on our ability to cope with
household demands. I do not give up and will
always remain a strong and independent
woman who will strive to cope,” she con-
cluded.

Members of the Bel-
lair SAPS recovered
12 more firearms
from a Hillary home
on Wednesday, after
an informer had
given them informa-
tion that there were
still firearms on the
property, which was
initially raided a few
weeks ago.

Communications of-
ficer of the eThek-
wini Inner South
Cluster, Priya
Nunkumar, said,
“After members of
the Bellair SAPS
raided the house,
eight more firearms
were recovered. The
firearms were identi-
fied as a Webley and
Scott Pistol, Gold
Mamba 9mm pistol,
English Bulldog re-
volver, Colt revolver,
Smith and Wesson
revolver and a rifle. 

The recovery also in-
cluded a revolver of
an unknown manu-
facturer, two pistol
frames and three
magazines. An addi-
tional four firearms,
which were recov-
ered, contained no
visible serial num-
bers. The ownership
of these firearms has
not been determined
and all firearms have
been sent to ballistics
to confirm the manu-
facturer, model and
serial numbers.”

A 36-year-old man, who hijacked a
woman in Havenside, felt the full
wrath of the law after he was sen-
tenced to 15 years imprisonment,
recently.

Due to recent reports
of fraud and theft at
ATMs in the Bayview
area, communications
officer of the Bayview
SAPS, W/O Collin
Chetty, released the
following tips:
• Be alert and con-
scious of your sur-
roundings when using
an ATM.
• Never give your card
or pin (personal iden-
tification number) to
anyone, for any rea-
son.
• Do not write your pin
on the card or any-
thing that is kept with
the card.
• Do not insert your
card until asked to do
so by the display
screen.
•  Never use an ATM
with a blank screen. If
the ATM is obscured
from view or poorly
lit, leave immediately
and use another ATM.
• Stand close to the
ATM and use your
body and hand as a

shield to make sure
that nobody sees you
keying in your pin.
• Make sure you keep
your hand over the
card slot to make sure
nobody can swop or
take your card.
• Never accept help
from strangers when
using an ATM. Also be
wary of strangers ask-
ing for help.
• Criminals work in
teams. One will dis-
tract you while others
steal your card or
money
• If your card is re-
tained (swallowed) by
the ATM, it is advis-
able to phone your
bank toll free stop card
line immediately and
block your card.
• Never allow a
stranger or bystander
to call the toll free stop
card line on your be-
half as they could be
tricking you into
thinking that your card
has been stopped.
• Security guards are

placed at some ATMs
to discourage criminal
activities and there-
fore cannot help you
with your transac-
tions.
• If you need help, ask
a bank official.
• It is advisable to set
a daily ATM with-
drawal limit on your
account.

For the first time in South Africa, a
scientific advisory committee dedi-
cated to drowning-related re-
search has been
formed. Drowning is
the third leading
cause of uninten-
tional injury death
worldwide, ac-
counting for 7 per-
cent of all
i n j u r y - r e l a t e d
deaths. There are an
estimated 372 000 an-
nual drowning deaths
worldwide. This esti-
mate was made in the year 2012.
Whether or not this figure has in-
creased or decreased is unclear as
obtaining this type of statistics is a
huge challenge. 
The task of compiling or drawing on
numerical statistics on drowning es-
pecially in South Africa is an ex-
tremely challenging. This is because
there is no appropriate sources or
technology needed to obtain statis-
tics. Kareemah Bester, Intern Media
Officer at Lifesaving South Africa

(LSA) said, "The ability to obtain
drowning statistics will be extremely

helpful in the struggle against
drowning, which is
a serious and neg-
lected public health
threat. Life Saving
South Africa has
decided to assist
with this challeng-
ing task." Lifesav-
ing South Africa
has recently incor-
porated a research
arm under the
Drowning Preven-

tion Portfolio in their organisation.
With the recent floods and the re-
ported drownings, the LSA has in-
corporated a research arm under the
drowning prevention portfolio in
their organisation. The research ac-
tivities of this committee are guided
by the needs of the Lifesaving South
Africa community and the aim of
this committee is to provide an evi-
dence base to help inform Lifesav-
ing South Africa’s activities and
policy.

To protect yourself from phishing
attacks use trusted software and
set it to update automatically, and
do not send personal or financial
information via email as it is not
safe.”

Sister Harrinunan added, “Our doors to the community are always opened
and our team of dedicated nurses and sisters are more than willing to assist
those in need of guidance or information.”
In light of the successful programme, the clinic wishes to extend their heart-
felt thanks and appreciation to everyone who played an instrumental role
and also the mothers, who showed great attention during the proceedings.

Staff of the clinic were thankful that the programme was a tremendous success.
