Thali snatchers nabbed

Mob mentality:
One dog may bark at
you but a pack will
attack you

In South Africa, we have seen the increasing
emergence of protests, marches, mob vio-
lence and the destruction of property. The
burning of institutions of learning, looting
and the confrontational behaviour of protest-
ers are an embarrassment to peace-loving
South Africans.

Historically we note that not all political
protests are violent. The famous marches led
by leaders such as Mahatma Gandhi and Mar-
tin Luther King were peaceful. These
marches were non-violent because of the in-
tegrity and leadership qualities displayed by
these leaders.

Dr W James (2013) explains that in mob men-
tality what we may not do as individuals, we
may do as a group. People may lose control of
their usual inhibitions and their mentality be-
comes that of the group.

Many protests that turned violent may have
harboured individuals with antisocial and
criminal tendencies. These individuals, pro-
tected by the mob, engage in looting and de-
struction.

The violent protester may have psychopathic
characteristics or comes from a dysfunctional
family. Under the guise of protest, these indi-
viduals can wreak damage that costs millions
of rand to repair.

Certain psychological theories may explain
mob mentality (Ref: Health Psychology Con-
sultancy 2011):

¢ Deindividuation- when people are part of a
group, they experience a loss of self-aware-
ness.

e Identity- when people are part of a group,
they can lose their sense of individual iden-
tity.

* Emotions- being part of a group can lead to
heightened emotional states such as excite-
ment, anger, hostility, etc.

 Acceptability- behaviours that are usually
seen as unacceptable suddenly become ac-
ceptable when others within a group are seen
to be carrying them out.

* Anonymity- people feel anonymous within
a large group, which reduces their sense of re-
sponsibility and accountability.

* Diffusion of responsibility- being part of a
group creates the perception that violent or
unacceptable behaviour is not a personal re-
sponsibility but a group responsibility.

People should look at non-violent ways of ad-
dressing issues that need to be changed. Lead-
ers need to take responsibility to ensure that
protests are peaceful and not destructive.
“Non-violence is the greatest force at the dis-
posal of mankind. It is mightier than the
mightiest weapon of destruction devised by
the ingenuity of man,” said Mahatma Gandhi.

come one of the most distinguished musi-
cians in his country. In 2013, Indian music
streaming service Saavn portrayed him the
most popular artist of the year, followed by
Arijit Singh, AR =Rahman, Shreya Ghoshal
and Mohit Chauhan. His song, ‘Aadat,’
recorded and released in 2004, went in-
sanely viral and made Aslam an overnight
sensation. His first solo album, Jal Pari was
released shortly thereafter, and some songs
from the album instantly became popular
both across the border and at home. Bolly-
wood director, Mahesh Bhatt, took notice and
immediately got Aslam to sing a version of
one of the most popular tracks, Woh Lamhe,
for his 2005 movie Zeher.’ It was a hit and
Aslam secured his place in Bollywood.

Both Sonu and Atif have stated in past inter-
views that the reason behind the music is not
for fame nor money. It's what truly brings
happiness to not only their life as well as oth-
ers. Sonu and Atif pay tribute to God for their
blessings, which is the gift of moving peo-
ple’s hearts with their music.

The 16 Days of Activism for No Violence Against Women and
Children is an international campaign. It is observed every year
from November 25 (International Day for the Elimination of Vio-
lence Against Women) to December 10 (International Human
Rights Day). The period includes Universal Children’s Day and
World Aids Day.

South Africa adopted the campaign in 1998 as one of the inter-
vention strategies towards creating a society free of violence.
The campaign continues to raise awareness among South
Africans about the negative impact of violence against women
and children on all members of the community.

Objectives of the campaign

« Attract all South Africans to be active participants in the fight to
eradicate violence against women and children, hence the
theme: ‘Count me in.’

+ Expand accountability beyond the Justice, Crime Prevention
and Security (JCPS) cluster to include all government clusters
and provinces.

« Combine technology, social media, the arts, journalism, reli-
gion, culture and customs, business and activism to draw at-
tention to the many ways violence against women and children
affects the lives of all people in all communities around the
world.

* Ensure mass mobilisation of all communities to promote col-
lective responsibility in the fight to eradicate violence against
women and children.

« Encourage society to acknowledge that violence against
women and children is not a government or criminal justice sys-
tem problem, but a societal problem, and that failure to view it as
such results in all efforts failing to eradicate this scourge in our
communities.

+ Emphasise the fact that the solution lies with all of us.

What is violence against
women and children?

Violence takes many forms and causes a serious psychological im-
pact on the lives of the victim, as well as family members. Physical
violence includes domestic violence, terrible violent crime such as
murder, robbery, rape and assault. Emotional violence and trauma at
many levels caused by many factors. Women and children in their
homes, at work, at schools, on our streets, in our communities suf-
fer this form of violence for various reasons. Another terrible blight of
our democracy is the violence of poverty, starvation, humiliation and
degradation, especially against women and children. Poverty, in-
equality and unemployment are conditions under which violence
thrives.

What can you do?

+ Support the campaign by wearing the white ribbon during the 16-
day period. A white ribbon is a symbol of peace and symbolises the
commitment of the wearer to never commit or condone violence
against women and children.

- Participate in the various 16 Days of Activism events and activities.
+ Volunteer in support of NGOs and community groups who support
abused women and children. Many organisations need assistance
from the public. You can volunteer your time and make a contribution
to the work of institutions. Help plant a garden at a shelter, sponsor
plastic tables and chairs for kids at a clinic or join an organisation as
a counsellor.

+ Use your skills and knowledge to help the victims of abuse.

+ Speak out against woman and child abuse.

» Encourage silent female victims to talk about abuse and ensure
that they get help.

+ Report child abuse to the police.

« Try and understand how your own attitudes and actions might per-
petuate sexism and violence.

The goal is to bring about effec-
tive crime prevention by launching intelligence driven crime preven-
tion projects in partnership with the local community.

If you are being
physically, psychologically (mentally), emo-
tionally or sexually abused, it is important
that you seek help. You do not have to con-
tinue to suffer in silence.

« If a friend has been raped, encourage the
friend to go to a hospital within 72 hours to
test for HIV. The hospital may start them on
a short course of antiretroviral treatment that
can reduce chances of getting HIV and re-
port the matter to the police.

Mixed reactions over ‘16 Days of Activism’ campaign

Every eight seconds, a woman in South
Africa is abused. Sometimes, the victim is
not around to tell the story. The 16 Days of
Activism against Women and Children Abuse
campaign, which is around the corner, will try
to highlight the constant abuse women and
children suffer, most of the times by the
hands of men. This week, the Rising Sun
took to the streets to find out the views of or-
dinary people on whether the yearly cam-
paign is having a positive impact in our
communities.

Nosipho Maluleka, 23, of Umlazi said, |
think that the campaign is not working be-
cause women and children are still being
abused. | believe that the organisers of these
campaigns should go to the communities
and educate people including school children
at grass root levels. | also believe that the po-
lice are also not doing enough to assist the

victims of these crimes.”

Thara Rajaram, 69, of Woodhurst said, “I
think the campaigns are working and we
support them. | think people should respect
women and children because they are the fu-
ture of our country. Communities must work
hand in hand with these campaigns and fight
the abuse of women and children before this
destroys the fabric of our country. | also be-
lieve everyday, people should make an effort
to be activists against women and children
abuse. Sixteen days of activism is not
enough.” Savy Sewbaran, 65, of Moorton
said, “I think the campaigns are effective, but
the police are not doing their jobs properly. |
encourage members of the communities to
participate in these campaigns so that they
can be more effective. These campaigns will
not be effective if people in communities do
not take part in them.”

Nokwanda Hlongwa, 20, of Welbedacht

said, “The campaigns are working. People
are becoming more aware of these issues.
However, there is still a long way to go be-
fore we stop seeing these incidents of abuse
in our communities. The law should also be
hard on those who continue to abuse women
and children. Men in our communities should
treasure women and children dearly.”
Mohamed Asim, 17, a pupil at Woodhurst
High School said, “The 16 days are not
enough. The campaign should be every day.
| think people who abuse women or children
should undergo mandatory psychiatric eval-
uation. Newspapers and community organi-
sations should also advertise organisations
where offenders can seek help.”

Dan Moodley, 65, unemployed said, “We
still hear of stories like these happening in
our communities and we cannot solely blame
the police. People who experience abuse
should report the incident immediately to the

police because once you are abused by a
person who you live with, the perpetrator is
likely to repeat the act.” Malin Chetty, 43, a
sales consultant said, “The campaign is
positively working in our communities. Re-
cently, | have read stories on gender violence
which is creating an impact in our communi-
ties. There is no place for any form of vio-
lence in our communities. The offenders are
slowly getting the message that crime does
not pay.”

Lwazi Petse, 29, of Arena Park, an evan-
gelist said, “Honestly, the campaign is not
working. Every day, people from our com-
munities are being abused. Before offenders
are put in prison, they should also be edu-
cated and well informed about the dangers
of abusing women and children. If we do not
rehabilitate them, they will return from prison
and commit these acts of violence again.”
