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Two children and their grandmother escaped un-
injured after a fire gutted their family home in
Montford on Sunday. 
According to Patricia Das, 30, her five-year-old
son had been playing with matches in his bed-
room when the incident occurred. 
“My husband and I went to the shop and left the
children with my mother. My older son went into
the bedroom and after a while, he came back
downstairs and sat down quietly. A neighbour
who noticed black smoke being emitted from the

bedroom window ran to my house to notify my
mum,” she said. 
Das told journalists that her son informed her that
he had been playing with matches and lit some
paper. “He threw the paper out of the window but
some of it landed on the pillow, which caught
alight. He then ran downstairs as he was scared
when he saw the pillow on fire. He is now trau-
matised and we are considering sending him for
counselling,” she added.
The family is thankful that there were no injuries

How to keep safe during a house fire
If you hear your smoke detector or alarm going off or
see smoke or fire, try to exit your home as safely as
possible. Do not try to grab your phone, valuables, or
your other important possessions. Your only concern
should be getting yourself and your family members
out safely. If the fire occurs during the night, yell
loudly to get everyone up. You may only have a few
seconds to escape safely, so ignore all secondary con-
cerns that have nothing to do with staying alive.
Safely exit through doors. If you see smoke under a
door, then you cannot go out that door, because
smoke is toxic and fire is sure to follow. If you don't
see smoke, put the back of your hand up to the door
to make sure it doesn't feel hot. If the door feels cool,
then open it slowly and pass through it. If your door
is open and there is a fire preventing you from exiting
the room, close the door to protect yourself from the
fire. If the door is hot or there's smoke under it and
there are no other doors to pass through, you will have
to try to escape through a window.
Protect yourself from smoke inhalation. Get low to
the floor and crouch or crawl on your hands and knees
to evade the smoke. Though you may think that run-
ning is faster, encourage your family members to
crouch or crawl, too. Smoke inhalation causes peo-
ple to become disoriented and can even render a per-
son unconscious. Knowing this, you should cover
your nose and mouth if you have to walk by or
through a heavily smoke-filled room.
You can also place a shirt or a wet rag over your nose
and mouth, but only if you have time. This will only
buy you a minute or so, which is not a lot of time, but
it does help to filter those products of combustion
which lead to smoke inhalation.
Stop, drop, and roll if your clothes catch fire. If your
clothes catch fire, immediately stop what you're
doing, drop flat to the ground, and roll around until
you put the fire out. Rolling around will smother the
fire quickly. Cover your face with your hands as
you're rolling to protect yourself.
Ward off the smoke if you can't get out. If you can't
escape your home and are waiting for help, don't
panic. You may not be able to get out, but you can
still take some measures to ward off the smoke and
stay safe.

“We urge residents to
keep matches, lighters
and other flammable
material out of the
reach of children. This
incident could have
been fatal and we
thank God for the
safety of our loved
ones,” added Das.

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A 10-year-old child was killed instantly after a taxi
rammed into his home, knocking him and two other
children while they were sleeping in their beds, at
6am on Wednesday morning.
According to communications officer of the
Chatsworth SAPS, Cpt Cheryl Pillay, the taxi driver
rammed into the home in Burlington, Chatsworth,
and thereafter fled the scene.

“One child succumbed to his injuries at the scene.
Two children, aged 12 and 14, sustained injuries and
were transported to a local hospital. The driver fled
the scene,” added Cpt Pillay.
The Chatsworth SAPS is investigating a case of cul-
pable homicide and related charges in terms of the
National Road Traffic Act.

Child killed in hit and run

Teen charged for relative’s rape
A 14-year-old boy appeared in the Chatsworth Magistrate’s
Court on Wednesday, facing charges of rape, after he allegedly
raped his five-year-old relative at her home in Montford, last
week.
The minor was arrested last week after the five-year-old re-
vealed to her aunt, who takes care of her, that her ‘bhaiya’
(brother) had raped her. The teenager was released on bail.
The Chatsworth Family Violence, Child Protection and Sexual
Offences (FCS) Unit’s Col Ellappen said the minor accused
was referred to a probation officer with the intention of reha-
bilitation. 
Speaking about the shocking incident, the girl’s distraught
mum said that her daughter is undergoing counselling and is
taking a course of anti-retroviral medication.
“I was shocked to come home to news of my daughter being vi-
olated in the worst possible way. I was told by my sister-in-
law that my daughter and her relative, who is always at our

house with his parents, were in the bedroom playing together
as they usually do when the incident occurred. It tears me apart
to know that she has lost her innocence at such a young age.
She will be scarred for life and is severely traumatised follow-
ing the incident. She asks me why this happened to her and I
cannot give her any explanation.  We pray that the boy gets the
harshest of punishments and faces the full wrath of the law,”
said the girl’s mum.
Meanwhile, Col Ellappen urges parents to be vigilant of their
children’s whereabouts and behaviour.
“Parents should be constantly educating their children on the
‘good touch’ and the ‘bad touch.’ Male children should be
taught about respecting the bodies of their female relatives and
friends. They should be taught not to touch females inappropri-
ately and sex education should be an ongoing topic in the
household,” he urged.

Series. T-Series promoter,
Gulshan Kumar, gave
him a chance to reach a
larger audience. In these
years, Nigam's singing
style was regarded by
some to be a ’Rafi clone.’
The 33-year-old Atif
Aslam started out want-
ing to be a cricketer, but
went on to become one of
the most celebrated musi-
cians in his country. In
2013, Indian music
streaming service ‘Saavn’
billed him the most popu-
lar artist of the year, fol-
lowed by Arijit Singh, A
R  Rahman, Shreya
Ghoshal and Mohit
Chauhan.

His song ‘Aadat,’
recorded and released in
2004, went insanely viral
and made Aslam an
overnight sensation. His
first solo album, Jal Pari
was released shortly
thereafter, and some
songs from the album in-
stantly became popular
both across the border
and at home.

• Lowers the risk of developing juvenile diabetes, may
also lower the risk of cancer and heart disease in later
life.

• Helps the uterus (womb) to return back to its normal
size.  This is why some women feel contraction/labour
like pains when breastfeeding, these are called ‘after
pains’.
• Helps you lose weight – during pregnancy you will
gain weight, these are fat stores to support breastfeed-
ing.

For over 65 years in South Africa, the Al-Anon
Family Groups (which includes Alateen for
younger members) has been offering hope and
help to families and friends of alcoholics. It is es-
timated that each alcoholic affects the lives of at
least four other people. Alcoholism is truly a fam-
ily disease. No matter what relationship you have
with an alcoholic, whether they are still drinking
or not, all who have been affected by someone
else’s drinking can find solutions that lead to
serenity in the Al-Anon/Alateen fellowship.
Who are the members of Al-Anon and Ala-
teen?
In South Africa, family members of problem
drinkers have been meeting across all communi-
ties and they have now grown to 120 groups and
have many loner members throughout their vast
country.   Worldwide there are 26,000 Al-Anon
Family Groups in over 115 countries that may be
found today. The common bond among Al-
Anon/Alateen members (and indeed the only re-
quirement for membership) is that there is a
problem with alcohol in a relative or friend. The
relationship with an alcoholic may be current or

past, and members come together for mutual aid.
There are no professional counsellors and mem-
bers take turns facilitating the meetings where
they share their own experience, strength, and
hope with each other, to learn how to better cope
with the effects of alcoholism on their lives.
How do alcoholics affect families and friends?
Alcoholism is a family disease. The disease af-
fects all those who have a relationship with a
problem drinker. Those closest to the alcoholic
suffer the most, and those who care the most can
easily get caught up in the behavior of another
person. They react to the alcoholic's behavior.
They focus on them, what they do, where they are
and how much they drink. We try to control their
drinking for them. We take on the blame, guilt,
and shame that really belong to the drinker. We
can become as addicted to the alcoholic, as the
alcoholic is to alcohol. We, too, can become ill. 
How will Al-Anon help me? 
Many who come to Al-Anon/Alateen are in de-
spair, feeling hopeless, unable to believe that
things can ever change. We want our lives to be
different, but nothing we have done has brought

about change. We all come to Al-Anon because
we want and need help.
In Al-Anon and Alateen, members share their
own experience, strength, and hope with each
other. You will meet others who share your feel-
ings and frustrations, if not your exact situation.
We come together to learn a better way of life, to
find happiness whether the alcoholic is still drink-
ing or not.
How much is this going to cost? 
There are no dues or fees in Al-Anon and Alateen
meetings. Most groups pass a basket for volun-
tary contributions. Members are asked to con-
tribute what they can afford, so that the group can
pay rent, provide literature, and offer support to
local information office.  
Will anyone say I've been there? 
One of the Al-Anon programme's basic principles
is that of anonymity. Meetings are confidential,
and we do not disclose whom we see or what we
hear at meetings to anyone. 
What happens at a meeting?
Members get together to exchange ideas, offer
one another support and follow a spiritual pro-

gram of recovery from the effects of living with
an alcoholic.  Al-Anon will help family members
gain a better understanding of alcoholism and
show how a changed attitude to the drinking and
drinker will help them.  The recovery tools of the
programme are:- 
• Al-Anon books and pamphlets that have been
written by our members of shared experience and
are available at meetings 
• Family members are encouraged to remove
themselves from the isolation of this disease (you
are no longer alone) and attend regular meeting to
stay in touch with folks who understand fully
common problems.       
• Encouragement to stay in telephone contact be-
tween meetings with a sponsor (a member with
more experience in following the programme)
• Follow the suggested 12 Steps of recovery.

Local man dedicates his life to saving others
A devoted Christian,
father and blood
donor of Isipingo be-
lieves that you give
little when you give
of your possessions,
but it is when you
give of yourself that
you truly give.
These words hold
true for 57-year-old
Isipingo resident,
Ricky Chetty, who
reached a milestone
this week after he do-
nated his 175th pint
of blood at the South
African National
blood Services in
Pinetown.

Chetty believes 'serv-
ing humanity is serv-
ice to God' and has
kept his blood donat-
ing tradition going
for more than three
decades.  He started
when he was 17-
years-old.  The dedi-
cated man has now
made it his duty as a
platelet donor to do-
nate blood after
every three weeks at
the SANBS in Pine-
town. To be a platelet
donor requires a
healthy body, be-
tween the ages of 16
to 65 years of age.
Platelets are small

colourless cell frag-
ments circulating in
the blood.  When a
blood vessel is in-
jured, platelets col-
lect at the site and
form a plug to stop
bleeding.  Patients
who require platelet
transfusion are peo-
ple with leukemia
and other cancers un-
dergoing chemo or
radiation therapy.

Debbie Liebenberg,
the clinic’s supervi-
sor and sister, ex-
plained that the
procedure takes
about an hour from
start to finish. Blood
is drawn from the
vein into the dispos-
able kit and
processed through a
blood cell separator
where it is separated
into different compo-
nents by spinning.

The platelets are re-
moved and collected
in a bag, while the re-
maining components
are returned to your
body.

Chetty was inspired
by his pastor, Rishi
Singh, to go out and
make a difference by
saving a life. Chetty's
goal is to now donate
a total of 300 pints of
blood and hopes to

encourage others  to
donate blood as well.
He said,"My most

important message is
for everyone that is
fit and healthy to be-

come a blood donor
and save a life.  It’s a
great feeling to know

that you gave without
getting anything in
return.”

and reunions
Christmas is upon us. It is a time for shopping for
food and drinks, buying gifts, visiting family and
for celebrating. Although it may be a happy time
for most families, sadly there are many families
who are divided, separated, and whose members
do not speak to each other.

Let us use this festive season to reconcile with
family members, and let us arrange for family re-
unions. One of the biggest obstacles to reconcili-
ation with many is pride and the reluctance to
forgive. Be the  first to say, ‘I am sorry,’ even
though you may believe that it is not your fault.
These magic words of apology work miracles.

Draw inspiration and be motivated by our late
president Mandela. He was imprisoned for 27
years by the white apartheid government. Locked
in prison, he saw many Christmases come and go.
Lonely, without family, and without anybody to
talk to, he silently reflected on how families out-
side his prison were uniting and celebrating. He
could have become a bitter leader because of his
incarceration and deprivation of freedom, but he
chose not to.

Mandela forgave the people who imprisoned him
and deprived him of the best years of his life. If he
can do the almost impossible, why can’t we ac-
complish a comparatively simpler task, and that is

to forgive and reconcile our families?

Here are some steps to mend a family feud
(Ref. Huffington Post):
• Get to the root of the rift. What started the whole
drift? 
Was it jealousy, was it about money or inheri-
tance, was it control by you? Be honest and own
up to your mistakes in the feud. 
• Step into the other person’s shoes.
Try to understand why the other person reacted
as she or he did. Do not be judgmental. Consider
what you did to contribute to the problem. Did
you say something hurtful?
• Consider the effects on the rest of the family.
Are you influencing your children, siblings or
parents to keep away from somebody? Why de-
prive them of family association and peace? Re-
member it is not all about you. You are just an
individual in a much larger family unit.
• Choose to forgive.
Holding a grudge can destroy you emotionally.
Forgive and set yourself free.
• Stand up and be a hero.
Compromise. Stop blaming others. Swallow your
pride. Begin the healing process today.

Mazda has undergone something of a 
revival since its split from Ford. The 
company is hammering out some 

great looking machines, at great prices, with 
great results. This is one of the newer offer-
ings, called the Mazda 2. It's not a new name-
plate, with this B segment hatch having been 
around for some time, but trust me everything 
else about it is.

Mazda 2 1.5 DE Auto

On the outside: Stunning little thing 
isn't it? Nice and edgy in places, rounded 
and voluptuous in others. In red it's espe-
cially striking. There can't be any com-
plaints in this department. 

On the inside: If there's one spot that 
the new generation Mazda falls down a 
little it's the interior, but only because of 
how striking the exteriors are. I suppose 
you expect that to continue, but it doesn't 
quite. Instead you're met with a clean and 
simple layout in the 2. 

An 'i-drive' type toggle allows one to 
navigate through the infotainment system 
and other gadgets on offer there (like navi-
gation in this top spec model). Dials and 
switch placement is ergonomically satis-
fying. 

Space wise there's enough to be com-
petitive in the segment. The boot isn't 
quite wide enough for a set of golf clubs, 
for example, but otherwise it is deep and 
spacious.

Behind the wheel: This 1.5 DE 
model indicates it's got a turbocharged oil 
burner under the bonnet. It's a 1.5-litre of 

course, good for 77kW and 250 torques. 
An auto 'box delivers power to the front 
wheels. It's a remarkable combination, 
probably the best small diesel auto combi-
nation I've ever driven to be honest. 

Mazda has worked magic with power 
delivery and gearing. And fuel economy. 
Man this thing sips frugally at the tank, 
even producing sub 5 litres per hundred 
kilometres in stop start town conditions.

Pricing: The Mazda 2 1.5 DE Hazumi 
is R294,600. Might sound expensive for 
what is in essence a small hatchback. But 
compared with the rest of the segment, 
bearing in mind this has navigation, cruise 
control, climate control and a few other 
goodies, it's very competitive.

LINE this up against any other 
diesel in the class and I'd take the 
Mazda every time. It's different, looks 
great, drives like a dream, is super 
economical and comes fully loaded. 
What more could you want?
